


@ Background of the assistance

Police assistance to the Philippines has a long
history. Since early 1980s, NPA has dispatched
several JICA experts on criminal identification to
Philippine National Police crime laboratory, and
mainly supported advancement of fingerprint
collection technique. In addition, from 1996 to
present date, we have dispatched JICA long-term
experts to the National Criminal Investigation and
Detection Group to assist investigation method
based uponour concept, that is “both identification 4
and investigation are a pair of wheels.” After = S

1996, these JICA experts are related with each other and expand the activity not only in
Metropolitan Manila but also nationwide.
